DESCRIPTION:

15-month, 100-hour certificate program exploring current framework of youth/young adult ministry and
the Partners in the Gospel context. Curriculum includes outreach projects at the end of each session, and
equips ministers for successful youth ministry and young adult programs within the parish family setting.

THIS CERTIFICATE IS FOR:

Current and future youth and young adult ministers, and others who will minister to these age groups.
Participants experience class as a cohort within the Christifideles program and will also benefit from
retreats, evenings of reflection, and other Christifideles activities.

Fall Term 2024: Evangelization and Pastoral Care Through Accompaniment

Following the Archdiocese of Seattle's Pastoral Plan, "Knowing Jesus Christ, Embracing His
Mission," this course examines our call to "Go and make disciples of all nations" (Mt. 28:18-20).
True discipleship entails both the conversion of hearts and minds as well as the desire to
accompany the next generation in their formative stages of life.

Winter Term 2025: Parish Life and Partners in the Gospel: Becoming interculturally and
intergenerationally competent
Within the context of Partners in the Gospel, the faithful in the Archdiocese of Seattle are called to
reimagine parish life. This course examines the need to grow in understanding of intercultural and
intergenerational dynamics and equips the youth/young adult minister for success in the Partners
parish setting.

Fall Term 2025: Youth and Young Adult Ministry — Re-envisioned

Since the 1990s, youth and young adult ministry has been approached within the context of
“Renewing the Vision.” This course revisits the new framework for youth and young adult ministry,
based on Pope Francis’ “Christus Vivit” and the USCCB’s, “Listen, Teach, Send.” It also examines
the practical topics of parish administration and equips the youth/young adult minister for success
in the Partners parish setting.
