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Step 3: If you prefer the online module instead of an in-person module, it allows you to 

complete the requirement in the privacy of your own home in about 90 minutes.  Choose an 

online training module, then click “update pre-registration”.

Step 4: IMMEDIATELY you will be taken away from the above page.  Go back to your 

HOME page and note that in the “Current Training” box the module has been 

assigned.  Click that link to be directed to the online module. 
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Step 5: The online module title will be displayed.  Click the blue title (link) and it will take 

re-direct to another page that says “start video”.  Once you complete the entire module, which 

is about 90 minutes, it will approve your profile automatically and you may print a certificate 

if you wish.
